For the last three weeks after the 9:30am Mass, our                   
Evangelization Team put on short 15-minute sessions teaching 
and meditating about Relationship, Identity, and Mission with 
Jesus Christ.  We had around 100 people each and every session, 
with some new faces each time.  I want to thank Max and Molly 
Chapman for this inaugural three week start.  Stay tuned for how the Evangelization 
Team will continue to offer a space for anyone/everyone (Catholic/Non-Catholic/
Single households/Families).  
 

FACILITY NEWS:  Last April during the hailstorm that affected so many in our 
neighborhood, our school and church were not left unscathed.  The insurance        
company finished their assessment, and it appears that we do need to replace the roof 
on our church and school.  Cesar Amaya (head of facilities) has received three bids 
from three contractors.  The Parish Council, Cesar, and I will go through to select the 
best option.  We're hoping the insurance will cover all of the cost, but we won't fully 
know at this time.  We're hoping to finalize and sign a contract by early                        
December.  Please pray for this process!  Replacement is tentatively scheduled to begin 
next May after close of school.
